Re:  Minutes for meeting held on 2-1-2012
 
1.        Meeting was called to order at 7:05pm.  Roll call was then taken.  In attendance was Chairman Matt Johnson, Vice Chairman Ed Rannels, biologist Tom Danham, State commissioner Grant Wallace, Art Johnson, Donna Rennals, and kim representing the public.
2.       A query to reorganize the board was made.  Matt Johnson advocated for a new chairman.  Ed Rennals suggested that the organization of the board remain as it currently is.  Lacking a third board member the board organization remained the same.
3.       A motion was made by Matt Johnson and seconded by Ed to request that the Esmeralda County Commissioners advertise for a new wildlife board member.  The third member Adam Sceery has moved to another county and is no longer eligible to serve.  Matt Johnson is to draft the letter.  Ed will deliver the letter to the commissioners.
4.       Regarding big game seasons there were four recommendations made.  All of the following recommendations have no negative biologic impact according to Tom Danham, the area biologist.  
a.       Esmeralda Cab supports an antelope hunt in 211, 212.
b.      Esmeralda Cab would like the 211, 212 muzzle loader deer season to remain unchanged.
c.       Esmeralda Cab would like the 211, 212 archery season for deer to go from Aug 10 till Sept 9.
d.      Esmeralda Cab wonders if a similar season date for archery deer would be beneficial to any other area with a single archery season.
Ed Rannels made a motion to make these suggestions to NDOW.  This was seconded by Matt Johnson.
5.       Grant Wallace outlined the current details of regulation 11-06.  Tom Danham commented that there was no biologic impact.  Ed Rannels made a motion to recommend no changes, this was seconded by Matt Johnson.
6.       Bear  hunt overview was given by Tom Danham.  14 animals were harvested.  One hunter was cited for using bait.  
7.       There was no public comment.
