 The Coalition for Nevada’s Wildlife requested the CAB to make a recommendation on the 2012 Nevada Black Bear season. The Board discussed the letter and due to a non-agenda item could not act.

1. Discussion and possible action setting dates and revision of big game seasons and regulations: 
The Board discussed the upcoming big game seasons and dates. The board requested a description and reason for the brake up of unit 151 and creation of the Big Horn Hunt in the new unit 153, all the board member were in support of this recommendation. The board approved all the recommended season dated for big game with the exception of the Black Bear season. The Board agreed with the recommended season dates and unit numbers for this season with the removal of the verbiage (Except those portions of the Tahoe Basin west of the Tahoe Rim Trail which are closed to bear hunting).

2. Discussion and possible action on the commissioner’s agenda:
      The board discussed the Commission’s Agenda and recommended the changes to Commission General Regulation 402 LCB File No. R051 removal of the Mandatory indoctrination requirements and the elimination of mandatory possession of certain optics while hunting bighorn sheep, but leave the plugging of the skull/horns harvested bighorn sheep, removing or altering the seal plug or brand identification number once permanently attached. 
3. Discussion and possible action on wildlife projects for the Lander County.: 
Jeremy Lutz updated the board on progress on fencing the areas along I-80 from T/S Ranch to Bob’s Flat to stop the large amount of highway kills of Mule Deer Jeremy will report back the cost of the fencing and what recommendations need to be made to get the project approved. The 3 big game water developments (Black Mountain and 2 on the Argenta Rim) on the Board’s list that need the help of the public to contact the Elko BLM office and recommend expedition of the EIS to help complete these projects
4. Update from NDOW Biologist Jeremy Lutz.:
 Jeremy Lutz updated the Board on the Mule Deer study that is ongoing in the Simpsons Park Range, the helicopter will be in the area starting 1/28- to capture and collar 70 deer, 30 of the collars will be satellite tracking and the next 40 will be UHF. Jeremy requested help as the team would be ultra sounding the Does before release.
