	Gentlemen,
     I send this e-mail as a member of the public and ask please only view as public comment at your meeting. I request that these comments be entered into the record.

1) LCB File #R055-11- I can understand that since we no longer have minimum score or age requirements that perhaps mandatory indoctrination may seem meaningless and has a cost factor with no return. I worry though that this no one may have taken into consideration what this course has done for maintaining quality results for harvested animals. The quality that Nevada has experienced over the past years is probably the greatest single attribute to guide applicants to this state and would caution each member to give that consideration. The second item concerning swans is a given if we wish to make it legal for minors under 12 years of age to harvest swans. My concern would be why two different wordings Sec Para sub c-” unless the person is under the age of 12 years or 65 years of age or older" and Sub d-" unless the person is not subject to the payment of the fee”. I would suggest using wording from (d) for both or change (d) to read "unless the person is under the age of 16 years. Either way would give more consistency.

2) Items 12 & 13- I would hope that the CAB will support both requests as the first is an augmentation to a project we have already supported once and in the second request we need to reciprocate whenever possible with other state agencies.

3) CR 12-01- I would like to see a season that aligns itself with any other big game season ( at present the longest continuous seasons are 61 days for Mtn Goat and Calif. and Rocky Mtn Sheep) and would suggest Season Dates September 15 through November 14. I was also in favor of the proposed closure of the Tahoe Basin but after talking to others feel that before you approve that closure ask yourselves If we close bear hunting in the Basin how soon will be closing deer and grouse hunting? remember what you do could be setting a precedent  we may not want.

[bookmark: _GoBack]4) CR 11-03 Amendment #1- I am glad to see the Dept. recommend a muzzleloader season for Washoe Co since it was supported last year at the CAB level and hope that it will again be supported. Mule Deer Hunts #1235 & #1331- I would ask the CAB to recommend the same as was unanimously done in the Jan, 2011 meeting a singular season Oct 5 through Oct 31. We had split seasons in 2007 & 2008 and the public in 2009 requested a return to the single season which was supported by the board for both 2009 & 2010. The only reason we went back to a split season this past year was on the say so of one Commissioner who had “heard from numerous sportsmen" but none of these individuals were ever present at either the CAB or Commission meetings. The department will tell you we can give more tags with a split season and have fewer persons in the field at one time but this also only gives each season two weekends compared with four on a single season. I would hope you would look to what sportsmen have asked for in person at the past CAB meetings.  Deer Hunt #1341- the department is recommending moving the opening date to August 10 from August 8 without moving the closing date. The suggestion is to be consistent on opening dates 1,5 10 15 20, however Hunt #1371 units 015, 021 open Dec 11 Hunt #1331 unit 015, 021 start Dec 21, unit 081 opens Dec 11. I would request either move the season dates for Hunt #1341 Aug 8 through Sept 5 or Aug 10 through Sept 7.

5) CR11-06 Amendment #2- I am very glad to see that the Nelson Bighorn Sheep is being added as this was the original intent when the CABs all voted to reduce Heritage tags to one. I hope this CAB will support.

6) CR 12-03 2013 Heritage Tags- I cannot support giving two tags for Desert Sheep and would request that the CAB keep the number at one. With PIW, Heritage, Silver State and the new Dream tags I don't feel we should give another special use tag. Three of those four tags are truly attainable by anyone, Heritage tags are not and in today's market it is not even a guarantee this tag will bring in the money it did in days past. Please vote to leave this tag in the general draw for all to have an opportunity to acquire.
