Dear Chairman Flowers,

I strongly oppose hunting bears with hounds and urge the Washoe CABMW to advise our Board of Wildlife Commission to ban this unethical practice in 2012.  Hunting bears with dogs is not in keeping with Fair Chase principles.  Once a bear is corner by dogs, either up a tree or against rocks, the practice is akin to a canned hunt yet far more stressful than a canned hunt on the dogs and the bears.  This method of hunting reduces the support the general public extends to the hunting community.  And while hunters generally won't publicly oppose each other, many hunters find this unethical.  In order to maintain public approval for hunting in general, it is important that our laws stay well within the bounds of the principles laid out by the Fair Chase doctrine.  Hunting bears with hounds pushes those boundaries too far.

Also, with 41 tags sold and 14 bears taken, I urge the advisory board to recommend a reduction in the quota.  More research needs to be done to ascertain the nevada bear population and the impact of this year's hunt.
