I urge the CAB to recommend that the Board of Wildlife Commissioners do the following:

1. Ban hunting in the Tahoe Basin, Mount Rose and Galena areas, ideally limiting hunting to East of 395; 

2. Shorten the season by eliminating August and September to minimize conflicts with other recreational users; 

3. Reduce the quota to a 0 females 4. Prohibit the use of dogs as provided in the original draft rules.
