Re: Rule setting for 2012 Black Bear Hunt

Dear Mr. Chairman,

First and foremost, I am opposed to the Nevada Trophy Bear Hunt. As a homeowner in the Tahoe Basin/Nevada, I am very dismayed with the State of Nevada and their failing to represent the people of this state.  The state seems to support bear hunters while the general public does not. Overwhelmingly, Nevadan's (80%) are against the hunt. 

It is unfortunate that the Bear Hunt for 2012 will be moving forward. 

Given this, please consider the following for setting the rules for the 2012 Black Bear Hunt:

1. For public safety reasons, ban hunting in the Tahoe Basin, Mount Rose and Galena areas and ideally limiting hunting to East of 395. 

2. Retract your support for the use of dogs.  Not only does the use of pack dogs give an unfair advantage to the hunters, but it is inhumane and causes unnecessary suffering for bears and other animals tracked by dogs.  

3. Shorten the season by eliminating August and September.  Recreational users outnumber hunters in Nevada by 8 to 1. Recreational users bring more revenue to the communities than hunters do. 

4. Reduce the total quota of both male and female bears.  In 2010, NdoW stated in the Bear Fact Sheet is “estimated to be around 200”.  The bear population cannot sustain levels using last year’s quota. (Still, I don’t understand how NDOW change the bear population to more than 400 in less than one year.)
