A REGULATION relating to wildlife; establishes provisions pertaining to trapping in a residential area of Washoe or Clark County.    

Section 1.  Chapter 503 of NAC is hereby amended by adding thereto section 2, inclusive of this regulation, to read as follows.

Section 2.  Except as otherwise provided in this section, it is unlawful for a person to set a trap, other than a box or cage trap, within 1,000 yards of a residence in a County with a population of 100,000 or more.  

1. The provisions of this section do not apply to:
0. An employee of a government agency acting in an official capacity.
0. A person trapping under the authority of a permit issued by a government agency that specifically authorizes the take of unprotected wildlife or fur-bearing mammals for depredation or control purposes.
0. A person trapping on private property.
0. A person trapping in or next to a waterway.
1. As used in this section:
1.  “Box or cage trap” means any device designed to contain or confine an animal within a box or cage.  Any device designed, built or made to close upon any portion of an animal shall not be considered a box or cage trap.
1. “Residence” means any house, room, apartment, tenement or other building designed and intended for occupancy as a residence.
1.  “County with a population of 100,000 or more” means Washoe County and Clark County.
1. “Waterway” means any river, stream, canal or channel that contains water.


* The Committee request for language in 1(a) (b) may not be approved by LCB, as statutory authority authorizing the take of wildlife lies with the Department of Wildlife as designated under Title 45.  The big question is does language in NRS 555 supersede statutory authority/requirements in Title 45?
