Agenda Item #10 – Request for Antelope from the Yakama Nation in Washington State

This is a follow-up request from the Yakama nation to complement the 100 antelope provided last year.  This request is consistent with the program of enhancing big game populations throughout the West where opportunities exist. Successful establishment of additional herds of big game animals increases both consumptive and non-consumptive opportunities to enjoy these wildlife resources throughout the West.  In addition, it ensures the legacy of sportsmen who have banded together to create the most successful model for big game management in the World that has resulted in secure and expanding populations of big game animals for future generations to enjoy.   If weather conditions allow, NDOW would conduct an antelope capture operation in Humboldt County where populations are sufficient to provide additional animals to meet this request.  Recent fires and the expansion of pronghorn numbers require more intensive management of Humboldt County pronghorn herds.  The other management option being used for these herds at the current time is antlerless harvest.

Agenda Item #11 – Request for Desert Bighorn from the State of Utah

It is common for all the Western States to assist each other with enhancement of our respective big game populations.  Successful establishment of additional herds of big game animals increases both consumptive and non-consumptive opportunities to enjoy these wildlife resources throughout the West.  In addition, it ensures the legacy of sportsmen who have banded together to create the most successful model for big game management in the World that has resulted in secure and expanding populations of big game animals for future generations to enjoy.    The State of Nevada has received 631 Rocky Mountain elk from Utah and 885 pronghorn from the State of Utah to enhance Nevada’s big game resources.  It is our suggestion that Nevada provide up to 30 bighorn for Utah to enhance their big game resources in southern Utah.
