BACKGROUND  
As reported during the December Commission meeting, the 2011 Silver State Tag drawing generated $280,380 in application fees for the Heritage Trust account.   When including the predator fee and elk damage fee the total received was $351,297.  

With this resounding response to inaugural year of the program, the Department is recommending that in addition to mule deer, elk and antelope that a Nelson bighorn sheep tag be included for 2012.  

NRS 502.250 restricts the number of big game tags allocated between the Heritage tags and Silver State tags to 15.  With the addition of the Nelson bighorn sheep the total big game tags for the 2 programs = 12.

Language Explanations
The season and unit group descriptions when developed for the Silver State Tag program are to be the same as the Heritage Tag program.  The new language in the Unit Group section is the same  closed unit information from the 2012 Nelson bighorn sheep Heritage tag.  

The  new season language for the Silver Silver State Nelson bighorn sheep tag is the same as the 2012 Nelson bighorn sheep Heritage tag.

Implementation
