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2020 Big Game Check-In Procedure
In light of COVID-19, the safety of members of the public and NDOW personnel is the highest priority.  Nevada Administrative Code requires the physical inspection (check-in) of bighorn sheep, mountain goats, mountain lions, and black bears.  Physical check-ins may create situations where social distancing could be compromised.  Please abide by the following rules when checking in all big game animals:

1. Call ahead to the appropriate NDOW Offices to ensure NDOW personnel are available to physically inspect harvested animals.  NDOW office phone numbers are as follows:

2. Big Game inspections (check-ins) will occur outside whenever possible.  If weather prevents an outside inspection, a minimum number of hunters will be allowed to attend the inspection.  Additional members of the hunting party or family will be asked to remain outside.   
3. Face masks must be worn and social distancing (6 feet minimum) is required by all parties at all times.  Anyone in attendance who is not wearing a mask should remain outside or in their vehicle during the entire check-in process. 
4. NDOW personnel are generally not available to check in animals on holidays or weekends.  Please plan accordingly should you have time-sensitive arrangements or travel. 
5. Should hunters or sportsmen have additional questions for NDOW personnel, please consider making a phone call at another time.
