Purpose of the Project:

Trout Unlimited is excited to apply to the Wildlife Heritage Program Grant and respectfully requests $11,191.00 dollars to support the project design, planning, and construction of our East Walker River Fish Habitat Enhancement Project (EWRFHEP), which will improve fish habitat on a stretch of river that lack habitat diversity and fishable water. Specifically, the funding would be used for the equipment rentals and material purchases in order to complete the project.  The project is scheduled and estimated for implementation in September 2020 to December 2020 - when the East Walker through Nevada is at baseflow. Trout Unlimited staff in Truckee have over a decade of proven success with river restoration and habitat enhancement projects. Most recently TU Staff completed the Truckee River Fish Habitat Enhancement Project with great success which implemented a similar project on California’s state lands to the one we are requesting funds for. 

The purpose of the EWRFHEP is the both increase fish numbers by improving large adult fish habitat and juvenile fish habitat while also increasing angling opportunity by creating rock weirs in flat, habitat void areas (Picture 4,5). Additionally, we are looking to use this project as a gateway to help expand fish centric work to Northern Nevada on public lands. Project partners for the EWRFHEP include Nevada Division of Wildlife, Nevada State Parks, and the Walker Basin Conservancy. This project has been vetted through both NDOW biologist Kris Urquhart, Randy Denter from Nevada State Parks, and the Walker Basin Conservancy staff. The project itself will take place at a 1-2 locations in a .35 mile stretch (Pictures 1 and 2) identified in through site visits that are easily accessible to heavy machinery, lack consistent holding habitat for catchable fish, and experience heavy fishing pressure. This project currently will add up to 6 rock weirs (example in Picture 3) and one u-weir to increase stream depth, scour, in areas that are in critical need of it. The rock weirs and placed habitat will benefit resident rainbow trout, brown trout, and any future Lahontan Cutthroat Trout reintroduced to this area. Based of off previous project success with similar fish centric projects in the Truckee watershed, the EWRFHEP should have a quick turnaround with support from NDOW and a streamlined permitting process. 

Detailed Description of Project (include any development plans such as vegetation removal, planting, seeding, or installation of structures; also include the schedule for obtaining any necessary permits, completing NEPA compliance, etc.

The EWRFHEP will consult with at least 2 restoration designers to finalize plans that can be used for permitting, project development, construction, and additional fundraising (if needed).  Initial site visits to the project area has confirmed minimum disturbance access routes, and on-site materials available to complete the project (Pictures 1 and 2).  The next site visit will include flow measurements, channel mapping, and restoration designs/models required to place rock weirs/vanes and streambed excavation.  This task will be completed by May 2020.  
Permits
To progress this project forward, permitting may be required by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (404) and state of Nevada.  We will work with the Army Corp of Engineers and state to determine permit requirements and complete necessary permits. The restoration designs developed will be developed with the permitting process.  This task will be completed by July 2020 after site visits in late winter/early spring
Project Construction
The project will utilize base flow to complete all instream construction and will follow all required permits conditions to reduce or eliminate project impacts on habitat and water quality.  Construction is expected to last 4 days.  This task will be completed in early to mid-October to December 2020. 
I. Up to Six W-Weirs (Location: Pictures 1 and 2)(Example: picture 3) will be placed in the East Walker River throughout the two project sites (Picture 1 and 2). These features have been implemented with great success on our previous projects completed by Trout Unlimited and only require a single 314 E excavator and loader to construct. These weirs will be placed in locations where the water velocity can increase depth and scour and increase depth directly upstream. Once small sediment (>1”) is activated by scour and high flow events, it will naturally deposit on the top of the w weirs to create potential spawning areas for adult trout and small substrate can also be placed through volunteer projects. 
II. Habitat Boulders- Large boulders from the immediate project area will be used for construction and placed in locations that will best benefit fish using the structure immediately downstream and upstream of the project structures. These large boulders will add scour and cover for fish. Our design engineers will work with TU and NDOW(if available) staff to place boulders in desired locations to best benefit fish and according to pre-project monitoring. 
III. Materials- project materials will be excavated from areas adjacent to the project site, highlighted in the attached maps. Minimal disturbance will be needed to stage materials to construct project structures (Picture 8 and 9).


EVALUTION METHODS
Vegetation Work and Monitoring
Because of the nature of the restoration work, native grass re-vegetation and willow plantings will be carried out and planned by TU staff using volunteers. Volunteers will be mobilized during field day. Native vegetation seed will be spread over areas disturbed by the excavator and covered with debris to ensure that the vegetation grows back. Vegetation monitoring will take place for two years after project construction. 
Fish Monitoring
TU staff will work with NDOW staff to organize and run monitoring for the restoration area post project for two years. This includes monitoring structure stability, angler use, fish presence, and spawning habitat. TU will use methods such as snorkel surveys and electrofishing to help quantify the amount of fish utilizing the project area. TU will gain valuable data on the success of this project and also have the ability to positively influence future restoration projects of similar scale. 
Volunteer Projects 
TU staff will run two volunteer projects to complete access improvement, re-vegetation, plant willows, and conduct fish monitoring. These projects will offer the opportunity to mobilize TU’s volunteer base in the region, create new community partnerships, and solidify existing partnerships with Patagonia-Reno and other NGOs. Trout Unlimited will recognize the Wildlife Heritage Account during the volunteer projects associated with the EWRFHEP. Education and Outreach- TU staff will reach out to local school groups, angler clubs, non-profits, and community organizations and businesses to help promote awareness of the project and its purpose. By educating our volunteers on the process and the reasoning behind this project, we hope to continue to build a robust group of volunteers and stewards. We will do a minimum of 6 presentations to fly clubs and groups around Reno, Walker basin, Las Vegas, Northern California and Southern California.

How Would this Project Help with “the protection, propagation, restoration, transplantation, introduction and management of any game fish, game mammal, game bird or fur-bearing mammal in this State; or the management and control of predatory wildlife in this State”? (See NRS 501.3575)

The EWRFHIP would help with the protection, restoration, and management of game fish in the East Walker River in Lyon County, NV. The East Walker river has a healthy stock of trophy brown trout and Rainbow Trout which provide desirable game for anglers to pursue and has increased the popularity of the location for both conventional and fly anglers. The benefits of this project are as follows:

1. Provide better deep water, adult fish habitat for resident fish populations and due to the flows set by the Walker River Irrigation District, flows can be as low as 20 cfs during the winter. Although fish are able to survive in these flows, pool habitat allows for fish to overwinter and survive when conditions are toughest for trout and food sources are scarce.
2. This project will create an abundance for the large adult fish in the river, 
3. This project will allow for more habitat to sustain higher fish populations and provide more areas for people to easily fish for the game fish in the east walker river
4. This project will improve habitat and restore areas with little habitat that do not hold large fish numbers.
5. If Lahontan cutthroat trout are reintroduced into this area, the increased large adult fish habitat will be able to provide valuable habitat for these fish to survive through having more holding water.
