The Eureka County Wildlife Advisory Board (CAB) met in the Eureka County Administrative 
Facility (Annex) on January 17, 2019 at 3:00 p.m.

Call to order
Chairman Evans called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m. a quorum was determined to be present.  

Public Comment
None.

Appointment of Officers
Appoint Officers—Chair and Vice-Chair—for 2019.
Lester Porter moved that Jim Evans be the chairman for 2019. Trent Gordon seconded, motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Porter moved that Trent Gordon be the vice-chair for 2019. Mr. Evans seconded, motion carried unanimously. 

Board Business
Approval of the agenda notice with addition of any emergency item and/or deletion of any item.  Mr. Porter moved to approve the agenda as written. Mr. Gordon seconded, motion carried unanimously.  

Review and approval of minutes-
Mr. Evans moved to approve the minutes from the September 13, 2018 meeting as written. Mr. Gordon seconded, motion carried unanimously. 

Correspondence and Member Reports- Review and discuss any or all items.

Wildlife Habitat Enhancement Projects
Update on pinyon-juniper thinning project, wildlife guzzler installation, and other potential projects including fisheries, and consider further efforts to move forward for successful implementation of projects.
Clint Garrett stated that NV Department of Wildlife (NDOW) has two guzzler crews one in the north and one in the south. They held priority-setting meetings in the southern region in September and during those meetings, he voiced his concerns with water developments in the southern portion of the state. He mentioned new developments for Antelope, Pancake Range, and Bighorn in Railroad Valley. The northern region priority-setting meeting was in November and they have Kimberly Mountain as one of the guzzler locations that will be worked on. Mr. Garrett stated that during that meeting he mentioned the Monte Cristo addition, Miller Mountain, and the JJC small guzzler to be rebuilt or removed. 

Jake Tibbitts stated that he has been playing phone tag with the owner of the Shaffer Ranch, Dave Rowe and trying to figure out what projects he wants to do out there. He will try to get all that figured out soon with Mr. Rowe. Mr. Tibbitts stated that there is also a Sage Grouse Habitat 
grant available right now to only the Conservation Districts in the state. The Eureka Conservation District will most likely submit an application to get some funding for some future PJ work.  

Chairman Evans stated that he will be meeting with Kinross tomorrow regarding Cold Creek. They will be putting together the summary for the funding proposal which is due mid-March. 

Silver State Trail Proposal
Discuss, approve, or deny providing comments on the BLM White Pine County Silver State Trail EA.
Chairman Evans stated that he hasn’t had a chance to review the Environmental Assessment (EA) on the Silver State Trail Proposal but his recommendation would be that they take some time and provide comments to the BLM.

Mr. Porter stated that if the trail is developed it will be a designated OHV trail and a downfall to that could be more people in the area trying to use that trail.  

Mr. Garrett stated that NDOW was asked by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) to put together possible alternatives routes for this proposal. Therefore, the Ely NDOW lead habitat biologist meet with every area biologist and asked them who they would be affected. They went over alternative routes and suggestions that were drafted into a comment letter that will be submitted to the BLM. Originally, the White Pine Commission was on board with the initiative and now they are against it. The proposal contains various alternatives, Alternative A stays in White Pine County and Alternative B pushes the trail all the way over to the Eureka County line by the Diamond Mountains. Mr. Garrett stated that his concern is from the wildlife and private land standpoint. The trail will mostly be used in the summer and won’t necessarily impact hunting seasons but the proposed route is a summer grid for deer and elk. Mr. Garrett stated that he prefers that Alternative A is picked because it stays in white Pine County and doesn’t come near Eureka County. The Eureka CAB could support NDOW’s letter when it is sent into the BLM since it contains carious alternatives and suggestions. 

Mr. Tibbitts stated the scoping period is done already; he recommends that they provide comments once the EA is out. The Eureka CAB can just say that they are aware of the proposal and they want to ensure that there is no adverse impacts to local resources. 

Chairman Evans moved that they provide the following comment: Eureka County is aware of the proposal and they request engagement on the EA process as a cooperating agency and will provide comments at that point in time. Mr. Porter seconded, motion carried unanimously.
