It is an international problem.  They stated at the commission meeting that a special interest group might be making a sanctuary on the 25 Ranch. When Worth returned home he drove out and asked Monty Price about this.  Mr. Price stated he could make a lot of money if he did this, but he would probably be run out of the area.
3. Update from Shawn Mariluch and Scott Torgerson on State Meeting
They watched a very good video that is being made to be shown to Congress that is about the effect the Wild Horses are having on our meadows, streams, wildlife, and habitat.
Shawn & Scott informed the Board about the boxes to check when you are applying for tags dealing with personal information being given out.  The 1st box 80% of people check that box so their information will not be spread out.  This is affecting the Outfitters because then they can’t see who has tags so they are losing out on potential customers.
