Black Bear Committee

Charter

Committee Name:  Black Bear Committee

Type of Committee:  Temporary, to meet on an as-needed basis in person or by conference call until the below listed goals are achieved.  The Committee may be reconvened if an issue arises that warrants additional attention.

Purpose:  To gather information and input on issues pertinent to black bear management, and provide recommendations to the Nevada Board of Wildlife Commissioners (Commission) for policies pertinent to such.

Goals:  
1. Review and provide recommendations to the Commission regarding any permanent or temporary regulations that are pertinent to black bear management, seasons, units and quotas; 

2. Become educated on Department strategies for management and monitoring black bears, and develop policies and/or goals for consideration by the Commission;

3. Assist with developing regulatory mechanisms to minimize nuisance bear conflicts in cooperation with the Department; and,

4. In cooperation with the Department, develop and provide recommendations to the Commission for strategies on:

a. Developing sustainable funding for black bear management, and

b. Educating the public about black bear management

Procedure:  The Committee shall convene at the call of the Chair and adhere to all Open Meeting Law requirements.  Procedures and decisions should be made in accordance with NRS 501.181 in order to be consistent with Commission duties.

Membership:  A total of five members appointed by the Chairman of the Commission consisting of at least three serving Commissioners including the Conservation representative, and two non-Commission members.  Preference should be given to members who reside in Counties with black bear populations, and who have experience with or advocating for black bear management.
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
